. to be occurring naturally to some extent.
Sabotage was also discussed. The opinions were
diverse, but with the CJA now potentially
threatening 3 month jail sentences for peacefully
sitting on a digger the appeal of sabotage will
obviously increase. ;

The reality of "no compromise in defence of the
earth” was raised as some groups trying to alter
iocal government policy may be involved in some
form of compromise. It was felt that Earth First!
should include more pro-active activities, meaning
setting our own agenda, as as opposing the
states. The land reform mov::%n, Critical Mass
and Reclaim the Streets being examples of
campaigns asking for positive change. We need
space and land to create caring, low impact
communities, especially now that many pecple
have glimpsed their potential during long term
campaigns. Some felt we should record our own
history by marking particular dates, creating
photographic documents etc.

Thanks go to the farmer who lent us his land, to
those who helped organise it and to “Close to the
Edge” for some excellent catering.
