International Petroleum Exchange

In March thirty people disrupted the trading floor of the International Petroleum Exchange in the
City of London, (see below)
, while others outside held a banner reading ‘Oil Fuels War'.

The trading floor was shut down for two hours as traders threw insults and punches at the
protesters, one of whom had to receive stitches to his forehead. Two managed to occupy an office
overlooking the trading floor, barricading themselves inside for 40 minutes until dragged out by the
Met Police’s Tactical Support Group.

‘We're visiting the IPE today to highlight the intimate relationship between the rush to war on Iraq '
and the West's insatiable thirst for oil,” said Sandra Reid of the Infernal Petroleum Experience. ‘The
IPE is where that connection is most acute, where a very small number of companies and individuals
reap enormous rewards at the expense of the great majority of the world’s population who struggle
to keep their head above a tide of war, climate chaos, human rights abuses and forced displacement
both at home and abroad.’

- Do more targeted ecological actions.

- Do national actions again (maybe not in London
though) or days of action co-ordinated nationally.

Some more general ideas...

- Go to ecologically important areas in this country
and in Europe - make links there and take action
there. Also existing protest sites in this country and
abroad.

- We are stronger in the countryside than in the
city - do more countryside stuff.

- Do more regional actions - strengthen existing
networks and include people from towns with no
groups and they can tell their friends. Publicise in
small towns with leafleting etc.

- Do weeks of action - gets lots of people involved.
Like a temporary camp. Blurs ‘open” and ‘closed’
distinction. Do lots of follow-up material.

- Cities should have regular meetings together (e.g.
once a month) so overt and covert information can
be shared and spread more easily and we can be
sure it has got to the right places.

- More ‘what next?’ discussions, especially at
Summer Gathering.

- Get with the times! - e.g. internet, video
technology, email lists etc.

- Put links on how to do stuff on bulletin boards
on the net.

- Don't just target students - different interest
groups etc.

- Put effort into agitating big crowds, nationally.

- Find out why groups fail.

- Expand either the Winter Moot or the Summer
Gathering to be a wider direct action gathering that
includes animal rights people, anti-fascists etc.

- Maybe put more practical skills stuff earlier on in
the Summer Gathering and save the big discussions
for the weekend.

- More ‘what next?’ discussions, especially at
Summer Gathering.

Suggestions for Action Update

- These suggestions specifically about the Action
Update also came from the Moot. As you can see,
some of them have been used experimentally in this
issue. We made the decision to do this because
many such suggestions get made at EF! meetings
and are rarely taken up. We thought that putting
some of them into practice for the last few issues to
be done by Manchester might at least provide some
practical evidence about whether or not they work,
and something more concrete to criticise/follow up
or discuss at future Gatherings. Feedback, as always,
appreciated (if you can be civil about it).

- Distribute the Action Update better - maybe put
itin Citizen's Advice Bureaux because they're full of
pissed-off people.

- Clarify what the AU is for - is it for internal
communication between groups or for “outreach”?
- It doesn’t work as outreach as it has no
explanations of our ideas or motivations. Maybe
have another paper for that and split the two
functions of the Action Update into two?

- Email has surpassed its internal communication
function so maybe make it purely for outreach?

- Expand it to include more explanation and ideas
behind actions and make it come out less often.

- Have a regular column of “Top Tips’ for actions
and sabotage.

- Give BLINC a permanent box in the AU

- Put all the stuff from a previous AU about
organising on your own on the web.

- Put the web link of AU on the paper AU.

- Improve weblinks to activist resources.

- Do an insert on getting a group started and put
this on the web.

- Change the AU into something more useful. E.g.
update the website more often and make it really
good.

- Articles in the AU need to be well written and
edited.

- After description of e.g. blockades have “Want to
do a blockade?” “How to...” ideas and tips.

- Do stickers with web address, post address and
freephone number.

- Have permanent post address and phone and
email that don't change when the group doing the
EF!'AU changes. E.g. 0845 number and BM box or
PO box that can have mail redirected to wherever
the collective is.

Genetix

ELF UK style

A group calling themselves the Earth Liberation Front have a made a total of six audacious raids
to disable one of the last Midlands GM farm scale trials of Genetically Modified crops. On their
last visit early in the morning of Sat 3rd May, the group even stayed until daybreak so that they
could photograph the results of their work.

A spokesperson for the group who agreed to be known only as GM Free Cathy said “Qur action is
different to those carried out by other groups. We decided that we needed plenty of time to
remove as much of the crop as possible. We first entered the field on a frosty December night
and have since returned five times, decontaminating a different part of the field on each visit.
As the crop grew we changed our technique, using hoes when the plants were small and
scythes when they became waist high. We even perfected our own tool using pallet wood.”

Scotland

Scotland also became GM-free in May as activists removed GM oilseed rape plants at Wester
Friarton Farm, Newport-on-Tay, near Dundee. The action follows the removal of GM crops at
Daviot, Aberdeenshire during the previous weekend and the abandoning of the farm scale trial
at Munlochy, on the Black Isle, following a sustained campaign of direct action in 2002.

Incest in the Orchard

The Genespotting campaign in Belgium included an action targeting GM apple trees being
developed by Nicolai, a leading fruit producer in Europe. Also involved are BetterFruits NV,
related to the University of Leuven. The trees are engineered to self-pollinate instead of
needing a ‘wasteful’ 10% of trees in commercial orchards to be there for fertilisation only, so
now only ‘brother” and ‘sister’ trees are needed to cross-pollinate. The action was to highlight to
spread of genetic modification amongst more and more plant species and to demonstrate the
extent that this is purely about profit, despite the GM industry’s claims to philanthropic motives.
The activists found that the windows of the ‘containment unit’ around the trees were open, and
that the technicians seemed to have little knowledge of the laws or hazards around their work.

Mayday! Mayday!

Bristol - While the local elections farce was in full swing, 25 people stormed the office
the Labour Party headquarters.

Hatchery rendered harmless

In the early hours of Sunday the 27th of April,
a hatchery of Gimranas Inc. in the South of
Sweden was rendered harmless. Brooding
machines (setters) and other equipment used
for nursing eggs, bred to produce battery
hens, were put out of order. As a result of the
action, 42,000 eggs just a few days old were
cooled down, which means that over 20,000
hens were never born to a life of suffering.
Since no alarm was triggered in a similar
action at the smaller factory in Faglavik, all the
machines there were destroyed completely
and resulted in a shutdown for several weeks,
according to the owner.

Badger website

Badger season started up on May 1st after a
three month closure.

SUV trashing

We have had 4 years of relative stability, GM products have to a large
extent been eliminated from British food, the threat of the
commercialisation of GM crops has not been immediate and GM field
trials have followed a fairly predictable pattern. The campaign against GM
crops and food, within which the EF! Network played an important part,
has been amazing. It has provided a concrete example of how ordinary
people can stand up to huge corporations, and halt part of the ‘inevitable
advance of capitalism’ in its tracks. But whilst we may have helped to
stall GM crops in Britain we should be under no illusion that we have
stopped them. What we have done is bought ourselves breathing space.
But the biotech industry and government have also used this hiatus to wait
for public opposition to GMOs to die down and to prepare the ground for
the final push towards the commercialisation of GM crops.

GM crops

the next year

Everything is set to change in the next year: the Farmscale trials will end
and their results will be published; the government’s ‘public debate’ on
GM crops will take place; and the EU moratorium will come under
increasing pressure in the face of a flood of new GMO marketing
applications and threats of a full-blown EU/US trade war. All of which will
be played out against a backdrop of televised mass starvation in southern
Africa (all due to African countries refusing generous US offers of
unprocessed GM food aid), and a real war in the Middle East big enough
to bury any more subtle news stories.

The biotech companies are getting desperate to break the deadlock over
GMOs in the UK and Europe. In a year’s time we may well be facing the
imminent sowing of the first commercial GM maize in the UK. This will
open the door to many other GM varieties, and activists, farmers and
consumers will have no idea where they’re being grown- and we will loose
our capacity to produce GM free food, forever.

What follows is a brief attempt to outline the major events and processes
in GM that will happen over the next year.

the distractions

the Farmscale Trials

Cooked up in a panic by the government in 1998, the FSTs finish this
summer. In theory they were designed to conclusively evaluate the impact
of GM crops on farmland ecosystems. In reality they've been a half-arsed
and scientifically flawed attempt by the government and GM industry to
fool the public that they really take concerns about GM crops seriously.
The FSTs have also given them time to perfect their spin before they go
ahead with commercialisation anyway. The majority of trials are now
completed; only a handful of the final winter oil seed rape (OSR) sites (16
in England and 2 in Scotland) are currently in the ground and will be
harvested this summer. The results of the FSTs are due to be published in
July 2003. Given their narrow design it is unlikely that the results will
contain anything damning enough to prevent commercialisation.
